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The British Supersport Championship is the main support series to British superbikes attracting in excess up to
40,000 people per race meeting. The championship is broadcasted live on British eurosport and highlights are
shown on ltv, last season drawing 6.5 million viewers. The championship consists of 12 rounds held over a three
day weekend, across the united kingdom from Knockhill in Scotland to brands hatch in Kent.

A Supersport bike is a 600cc production bike that anyone can buy from a motorcycle dealer. The engine is then
modified and will produce around 140 brake horse power (bhp) with a top speed of 160mph and weighs only
160kg. The Supersport lap times can be as close as 1 second to the 1000cc superbike because of its higher
corner speed. The Honda cbr, Kawasaki zx6r, Suzuki gsxr, Yamaha r6 and the triumph 675 all participate in the
championship. The British Championship followed the World Championship in 2008 by appointing Pirelli as the
single control tyre supplier which has proved good for some of the closest, most exciting racing of the weekend.
